In 2011, our objective in response to a specific fr  eestyle and wave request, the R&D
team launch a brand new range: the KRUSH.

The KRUSH is a new generation kite:

The C-shaped form is adapted to freestyle riding (u  nhooked manoeuvres and power
tricks with the kite low)

A bridle WITHOUT PULLEYS that has been adjusted and  re-enforced to permit a feel-
ing in the waves of ultimate control through incomp arable de-power.

When riding, the KRUSH delivers progressive control via the bar: allowing planing
like the Notus whilst the characteristics of riding unhooked or in the waves make the
difference.

The kite is more reactive and playful, with very ea sy control (adjustable on the kite).
The kite response time to bar input is minimum and the kite remains stable through-
out de-hooked manoeuvres.

These features make the kite slightly more technica lly demanding than the Notus,
destined for established riders of intermediate/adv anced ability, with an approach to
refined freestyle and wave-riding.

ADOUSTMENT AND BEHAVIOUR

Changing the behaviour of the KRUSH from C-shape to Hybrid / SLE is quickly
achieved via the optional attachment points on the kite. These settings adjust the
handling, the bar pressure and desired performance when riding unhooked.

Waves: Hybrid Style Setting (curves shorter, less bar pressure).

Freestyle: C-shape setting (more pop, de-power / power efficiency, more bar pres-
sure).

The KRUSH offers excellent rider
performance: improved manoeu-
vrability even for large surfaces
and an enhanced relationship
between reactivity & rigidity.

The kite is stable and absorbs
gusty winds: its comfort in use is

fantastic.
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FREESTYLE WAVE KITE

The Zeeko KRUSH 2011 is a very playful kite that will provide you with an increased level
of performance.

Not only successful in wave riding and freestyle, the R&D team particularly developed its
performance for freestyle & unhooked kiting. The KRUSH wiill fit your riding style and you
can try any trick in complete safety.

NEW SCHOOL FREESTYLE: The kite delivers a constant pull throughout. Its unhooked
behaviour makes it easy to manage; the explosive pop and handle-pass manoeuvres are
simplified.

KITELOOP: The kite "breathes" during the loop providing a constant source of power
throughout the kiteloop, allowing softer landings, more excitement and increased safety in
strong winds.

FREESTYLE OLD SCHOOL: The KRUSH will keep you in the air much longer than the
Notus: consequently you can go bigger and stay longer in the air.

WAVES: its handling, stability, increased depower combined with instant relaunch (ERA)
makes the Krush perfectly suited to wave riding.

Although not the KRUSH'’s original program, accomplished riders will equally appreciate
the kites superb freeride ability thanks to its easy handling in difficult wind conditions, its
wide range of use, and ease of navigation.
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Each kite size has been meticulously thought about and designed separately to meet
the precise requirements for its performance. The ratios of the 3 sizes are indepen-
dent and have been optimized in function of specific wind strengths.

The Krush has larger wing tips than the Notus, which allows it to be more manage-
able and responsive.

The 12m retains a good base of raw power, and is dedicated to moderate winds.
Very playful for its size, the Krush 12 offers the possibility of riding unhooked very
easily; we find therefore, a kite with similar manoeuvrability to that of an ordinary
9m.

The 9m is destined for winds that are stronger and more irregular. It possesses a

balance of control that will allow you to go very big, very easily; in essence the refer-
ence kite.

Finally, the 7m is a kite for stronger gusty winds.
The 7m is the accepted strong wind kite. The feeling in bar allows you to precisely
locate the kite without looking at it: complete security whatever the conditions.

The bar pressure can be light, perfectly
balanced between the pull in the bar and
the feeling in the harness providing com-
fortable light navigation but enough to
have intuitive control (you always know
where your kite is). Thanks to the different
settings, the bar pressure is adjustable:
the KRUSH fits your riding style, and not
vice versa!

The learning curve is immediate regard-
less of which kite you have previously
used.

The most incredible asset of the Krush is
that it will react to the slightest bar input,

providing rider comfort and security
hither to unknown.

This year, the R&D team has again broughtits share  of improvements to best meet the
needs of strength, lightweight and safe kitesurfing equipment.

The KRUSH is equipped with a new
single-point inflation system, the most

reliable on the market. It is possible to iso-
late the struts and leading edge thanks to

the individual isolation clips provided.
The inflation of the wing is made via the protection
INFLATE valve equipped with a ‘one-way’ V' collar

anti deflate mechanism, while a single DE-
FLATE valve allows for rapid deflation.

The one pump system has been tested for
several months to facilitate freestyle
riding where repeated hard-core crash
landings are frequent.
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REENFORCEMENT

We find the same build quality as the Notus
2010, but the but the finishing has been

enhanced with details that make all the
difference.

The kite has a maximum of reinforcements

positioned at critical points throughout the

kite, making it strong whilst remaining light-

weight. We have achieved an equivalent
| strugiurpy canopy whilst reducing the weight

4 of th3 KRUSH reinforcements by 30%.

VELORO POCKETS

FOR A CHANGE OF STYLE

Velcro pockets are located, one on
each inner wing tip. This system
allows you ‘in the blink of an eye’ to
change your kite line configuration
from 24m to 20m line lengths. Simply
disconnect and then insert the exten-
sion lines in the pockets. Each pocket
features a Velcro closure along its
length.

Please note: the Velcro pocket is NOT
strongly recommended for credit
cards or car keys!

20m lines for the waves, 24m lines for freestyle



WIND RANCGE

The KRUSH range of kites has a large wind range thanks to its excellent low end
power and unparalleled comfort in the high wind range, in fact we ride with smaller kites

for the same given wind strength.
On the other hand, thanks to the Zeeko bar, it is possible to modify the line lengths to
further expand the range of each kite.

Average values for a 75 kg rider using a 135x40 board

12M2 = 12- 22 knots | | |
9M2 = 17 - 32 knots
7M2 = 19 - 35 knots

CAUTION: These values are purely indicative and sub  ject to several parameters.

Adjust the wind range by 3 knots per 15 kg.
Eg: For a rider of 60 kg, the wind range of 12m is 9-19 knots.
For a rider of 90 kg, Wind range of 9m is 20-35 knots.




The shape of the kite allows relaunching in all circumstances.

Just pull on a back line or wait until the kite is positioned automatically at the windows
edge to take off instantly.

The KRUSH kites retain the ERA v2 ‘Easy Relaunching Assistant’ that is standard on all
sizes, as featured on the Notus kites. Regardless of riding preference, Freestyle or big
wave, it is important to have an easy dependable relaunch system to spend less time in the
water.

The ERA 2 generation, allows even faster relaunching, ideal for competition and freestyle
training. ERA v2 is better integrated, allowing you to confidently relaunch with its opti
mized system.

USING THE SYSTEM WITHOUT THE E.R.A. SYSTEM

- Remove the blue bridle trailing edge and insert it into one of the Velcro pockets.

- Connect the blue line above the loop back pig tail, connect and tighten the red back line
to the pig tail, then tighten the blue line above using a lark's head knot.



THE EASE OF RELAUNCH _—

OPERATING THE ERA SYSTEM: The kite must be positioned downwind of the rider,
Leading Edge against the surface of the water. The bar must be released to depower the
kite. Simply pull the handle connected to the blue ERA line, located above the bar on one
of back lines. The blue ERA line will pull on the inflatable batten to which it is connected,
this creates a surface area higher than that of kite, which increases its resistance to the
wind. The wing automatically rotates on itself until the leading edge is perfectly in posi-
tion for reaunching; relaunch immediately.

Let go of the bar

Simply pull on the ERA handle
